»RENDER VOUZ*

The first performance of this kind was created
already in 1984 and was called Pragensia, Vox
Clamantis, followed by Orbis pictus in 1986 and
Hadanky (Puzzles) in 1996. In the context of non-
verbal theatre forms dance disposes of a unique
capacity to bring together the space and the
projection. The opening of the new title called
Rendez-vous has two scenic versions: first one
opened on 2 August 2005 in Cathedrale d Tmage
in southern France, the second originated as a
regular performance for the Prague scene. Both
versions, however, were created in a co-
production with French La Compagnie Commun
Instant and a German agency Noa
Entertainment becoming a project financed by
the European Union through a grant
programme for the development of European
cultural co-operation Culture 2000.

»COCKTAIL 008

It is a constructed programme — a package of the
best display of Laterna Magika performances.
Some of them you maybe know from your previous
visit of Laterna magika, others may attract you to see
the whole version of the shows which are still on
repertory. Cocktail 008 is compound of the most-
like showcase of Laterna Magika audience. Guides
will lead you through a bit of dynamic rythm,
playful movements as well as lyrical passages — all
framed with a film collage. The first part of the
performance is a ,,spicy dessert* mixed of ,,the
best*, the second part is like a sweet cherry on the
top. It is called CODE 58.08. Under this mysterious
name is hidden a small ,,show* in which the classical
bases of Laterna Magika world-famous theatre is
introduced.

»CASANOVA*

This play will present one of the possible
attempts to interpret the life of Giacomo
Casanova, whom history has labelled a
symbol of untiring and passionate seducer
of women. A rich palette of music, film and
dance will accompany you on a journey
through a part of the life of the famous man,
which stood as base for the legend.

»LEGEND OF ARGONAUTS*

The performance of Laterna magika Theatre
was prepared on the occasion of Summer
Olympic Games in Greece. The legend of
Argonauts belongs to the most ancient Greek
myths and anticipates the origin of the
Olympic tradition. The story depicts the quest
of Jason and his brave companions for the
Golden Fleece to the distant Colchis. During
their journey, the Argonauts meet the female
inhabitants at the island of Lemnos, defeat the
king Amykos, liberate the blind Phineus from
the curse of harpies and go through many other
adventures. The world premiere of the
performance took place on August 8, 2004 in
the Greek town of Volos.

»GRAFFITI*

This performance will let you venture beneath
the colourful surface of the modern
characters and symbols, being part of the
pulsing urban expansiveness. The performance
is composed of dynamic film animations and
modern dance pieces (in four scenes). These
two components form an original fusion of
"theatre  video-clips", relying on the
expressively  stylized multimedia  visual
concept, a new scenographic "trick". The
concept enables the original film images to fill
up the stage, without even using a projection
screen, and thus in a way multiply the spaces of
the stage.
